LAWS OF MARYLAND. 

CHAP. LXXXVII. 
An Act to authorise the drawing of a Lottery for the benefit of Saint-Mary's
College, in Baltimore County. Lib. TH. No. 1, fol. 122. Preamble. 

WHEREAS it has been represented to this general assembly, by
the petition of William DuBourg, president of St. Mary's College,
in behalf of himself and his associates, the vice-president and professors
in said college, that they have incurred a heavy debt in the
establishment of their seminary, by the purchase of the site, and
erection of the buildings necessary for the accommodation of their
pupils, and that their funds are inadequate to the discharge thereof,
unless assisted by legislative aid, they therefore pray for permission
to propose the scheme of a lottery to raise a sum of money 
for paying off the said debt; and the prayer thereof appearing reasonable,
therefore, Scheme of a lottery may be proposed—bond to be given. 


Proviso.

2. BE IT ENACTED, by the General Assembly of Maryland, That 
the Reverend William DuBourg, the Reverend John Tessier, Luke
Tiernan, Robert Walsh, senior, William Lorman, Alexander
McKim, Henry Wilson, Samuel Sterett, James McHenry, Samuel
Hollingsworth, Lewis DuBourg and Philip Laurenson, or a majority
of them, be authorised to propose a scheme of a lottery for
raising a sum of money, not exceeding thirty thousand dollars, 
and dispose of the tickets in the said lottery, as well in the city of
Baltimore as in any other part of the state, any law to the contrary
notwithstanding, and shall proceed to draw the said lottery;
Provided, that the said William DuBourg, John Tessier, Luke
Tiernan, Robert Walsh, senior, William Lorman, Alexander
McKim, Henry Wilson, Samuel Sterett, James McHenry, Samuel
Hollingsworth, Lewis DuBourg and Philip Laurenson, or a majority
of them, as shall undertake to act under this law, shall, before 
the sale or disposal of any ticket or tickets in said lottery,
give their joint and several bond to the state of Maryland, in the
penalty of sixty thousand dollars, conditioned that they will well

and truly apply so much of the money arising therefrom, within 
six months after the drawing of the said lottery shall commence, as 
will satisfy the fortunate adventurers for prizes drawn by them.

3. AND BE IT ENACTED, That it shall be the duty of said commissioners,
before they act as such, to lodge such bond in the clerk's 
office of Baltimore county, there to be recorded, and upon such
bond, or any office copy thereof, suit or suits may be commenced
and prosecuted against the obligors therein, or any of them, or
their or any of their legal representatives, for any breach or non-compliance
with the condition of the same. Bond to be lodged
in clerk's office. 

4. AND BE IT ENACTED, That before the said president and professors
be authorised to receive from the commissioners in the act
named the neat proceeds of the said lottery, they shall execute a
deed of mortgage to the state of Maryland, conditioned, that if the
said college should, at any time within the space of thirty years
from the passage of this act, cease its functions as a seminary of
learning and public instruction for the term of one year, unless such
cessation shall be occasioned by fire, public enemies, or other unavoidable
calamities, then the said thirty thousand dollars, authorised
to be raised by this lottery, shall be paid by said president and
professors, or their successors, to the state, to be appropriated in
such manner by the general assembly, as in their wisdom may appear
most proper, for the encouragement of learning within this
state. President and professors, previous to receiving proceeds of lottery,
to execute a mortgage to this state. 

5. AND BE IT ENACTED, That the above mortgage shall be acknowledged
agreeably to law in such case made and provided, and
recorded by the clerk of Baltimore county among the land records
of said county. Mortgage to be acknowledged & recorded
